CEPP met 24 times during the 2016-2017 academic year, including two extended retreats
in January and May.

General Education Curriculum

CEPP used the majority of its meetings to discuss, review, and amend its proposal
for a new general education curriculum. The committee conducted one
presentation of the general education proposal at the November 2016 faculty
meeting. The committee also held two faculty forums during spring semester,
2017, to discuss the proposal. CEPP brought a motion to the March faculty
meeting to hold over for a vote at the April 7*" faculty meeting. The motion was
tabled at the latter meeting after a lengthy discussion. CEPP brought the motion
back to the April 28" faculty meeting for a vote, where the faculty passed it.
CEPP met with the Board of Trustees in May to discuss the new general
education curriculum.

Other Business

CEPP discussed an Africana Studies Program. This discussion will continue in the
fall.

CEPP approved the Eduardo Albanell '16 Prize in Art.

The committee discussed and approved the 2018-2019 Academic Calendar.

CEPP also asked the Registrar if it would be possible to find an unscheduled
block of time during the week when events or meetings would not overlap with



classes. In order to accomplish this, more classes would need to be scheduled
earlier and later in the day. This discussion will continue in the coming year.
CEPP reviewed and endorsed CAS’ request to decrease the GPA requirement for
study abroad. The committee also reviewed and endorsed CAS’ proposal to
change requirements for auditing a class.
