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What is a Peer Mentor?

creative, intellectual inquiry and steeffirst-yearstudents in appropriate directions when they nefd he
navigatingcurricular and ceurricular challenges and opportunities.

Peer mentors support both the younger students in their seminars and the faculty member who is teaching.
They nmay be sophomores, juniors, or seniors, and they may live in the residence halls, elsewhere on
campus, or in dowstomengaratoga Springs.

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How are Peer Mentors Selected?

The choice of the peer mentor is up to the faculty member teaching the seminar. There are two avenues for
