Skidmore to reach its full potential while advocating for an inclusive, sustainable
community.

Make policy recommendations to the Senate and other relevant campus groups
regarding Sustainability initiatives.

Collaborate with the Skidmore Sustainability Office and sustainable
organizations and/or clubs on matters of campus policy and initiatives, and to
seek assistance on matters of the Campus Sustainability Plan.

The membership of the Sustainability Commission shall not exceed: One
Sustainability Commission chair, one Sustainability Commission Vice Chair, two
Economic Representative, two Social and Humanities Representative, two
Environmental Representative, one Committee on Inclusion and Outreach
UHSUHVHQIDILYH DQG DQ DGGLILRQDO PHPEHU ZKR PD\ EH DSSRLQIHG DW iIKH FKDLUTV
discretion.

9.13.6. After funds are allocated, students who receive funding must complete the project (or the
relevant part for which funds are needed) by a date proposed to and approved by the Green Grant
Review Committee. Once the project is completed, the student(s) must present their project and
impact to the SGA Senate and Sustainability Office. Incomplete or inadequately finished projects
may be subject to revocation of funding or required reimbursement to SGA.
9.13.7. All College regulations and SGA Financial Policies and Procedures must be followed.
9.13.8. Any publicity or printed/online materials used to promote or discuss the project must
